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FIRE BLANKETS

Never use water to put out
fat or oil fires

A fire blanket is very effective for smothering flames. You can
use a fire blanket to cover a pan of burning cooking oil on a
stove, or burning clothing on a child. Fire blanket containers
display instructions for their use. Read these instructions
carefully, so you are fully prepared before you need to use it.

If a fire blanket is used to smother a cooking oil fire, ensure that
the blanket does not contact the burning oil, and make sure the
stove is turned off. Call the fire brigade and do not attempt to
remove the blanket or pot.

A fire blanket should only be used once. Throw the blanket
away if it has already been used.

You should ensure that the fire blanket you buy meets
appropriate Ausiralian safety standards.
